2. NATIONAL ENVIRONMENTAL POLICY ACT (NEPA) REQUIREMENTS:
You are restricted from taking any action using Federal funds, which would have an
adverse effect on the environment or limit the choice of reasonable alternatives prior to
DOE/NNSA providing either a NEPA clearance or a final NEPA decision regarding this
project.

maintenance, or repair of such buildings and works.

(3) Steel means an alloy that includes at least 50 percent iron, between .02 and 2
percent carbon, and may include other elements.

b. Domestic preference.

(1) This award term and condition implements Section 1605 of the American
Recovery and reinvestment Act of 2009 (Recovery Act) (Pub. L. 111—5), by
requiring that all iron, steel, and manufactured goods used in the project are
produced in the United States except as provided in paragraph (b)(3) and (b)(4)
of this section and condition.

(2) This requirement does not apply to the material listed by the Federal
Government as follows: NONE

(3) The award official may add other iron, steel, and/or manufactured goods to the
list in paragraph (b)(2) of this section and condition if the Federal Government
determines that--

(i) The cost of the domestic iron, steel, and/or manufactured goods would be
unreasonable. The cost of domestic iron, steel, or manufactured goods used
in the project is unreasonable when the cumulative cost of such material will
increase the cost of the overall project by more than 25 percent;



(i) Theiron, steel, and/or manufactured goods is not produced, or
manufactured in the United States in sufficient and reasonably available
guantities and of a satisfactory quality; or

(iii) The application of the restriction of section 1605 of the Recovery Act would
be inconsistent with the public interest.

(4) All fixtures must be produced in the United States except as stated in b(3)
above. Contractors shall provide source of fixtures.

5. WAGE RATE REQUIREMENTS UNDER SECTION 1606 OF THE RECOVERY ACT (MAY 2009)
This award term is applicable to recovery act programs or activities that may involve

construction, alteration, maintenance, or repair. This award term also applies to all

subgrants and contracts.

a.

Section 1606 of the Recovery Act requires that all laborers and mechanics employed
by contractors and subcontractors on projects funded directly by or assisted in
whole or in part by and through the Federal Government pursuant to the Recovery
Act shall be paid wages at rates not less than those prevailing on projects of a
character similar in the locality as determined by the Secretary of Labor in
accordance with subchapter IV of chapter 31 of title 40, United States Code.

Pursuant to Reorganization Plan No. 14 and the Copeland Act, 40, U.S.C. 3145, the
Department of Labor has issued regulations at 29 CFR parts 1, 3, and 5 to implement
the Davis-Bacon and related Acts. Regulations in 29 CFR 5.5 instruct agencies
concerning application of the standard Davis-Bacon contract clauses set forth in that
section, Federal agencies providing grants, cooperative agreements, and loans under
the Recovery Act shall ensure that the standard Davis-Bacon contract clauses found
in 29 CFR 5.5(a) are incorporated in any resultant covered contracts that are in
excess of $2,000 for construction, alteration or repair (including painting and
decorating).

In addition to normal prevailing wage rate requirements, Section 1606 of the
Recovery Act requires that all laborers and mechanics employed by contractors and
subcontractors on projects funded directly by or assisted in whole or in part by and
through the Federal government pursuant to the Recovery Act shall be paid wages
at rates not less than those prevailing on projects of a character similar in the



locality as determined by the Secretary of Labor in accordance with subchapter IV of
chapter 31 of title 40, United States Code.

6. COMPLIANCE WITH COPELAND ACT REQUIREMENTS
The Contractor shall comply with the requirements of 29 CFR Part 3, which are hereby
incorporated by reference in this award and in particular:
(b) The Contractor and subcontractor shall insert in any subcontracts for construction,
alterations, and repairs with the United States the articles entitled---
(1) Davis-Bacon Act;
(2) Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act —Overtime Compensation (if the
article is included in this award);
(3) Apprentices and Trainees;
(4) Payrolls and basic records;
(5) Compliance with Copeland Act Requirements;
(6) Withholding of Funds;
(7) Subcontracts (Labor Standards);
(8) Contract Termination — Debarment
(9) Disputes Concerning Labor Standards;
(10) Compliance with Davis-Bacon and Related Act Regulations; and
(11) Certification of Eligibility

(c) The Prime contractor shall be responsible for compliance by any subcontractor or
lower tier subcontractor performing construction within the United States with all the
award articles cited in paragraph (b).

(d) (1) Within 14 days after issuance of the award, the Contractor shall deliver to the
Contracting Officer a completed Standard Form (SF) 1413, Statement and
Acknowledgment, for each subcontract for construction within the United States,
including the subcontractor’s signed and dated acknowledgment that the articles set
forth in paragraph (b) of this article have been included in the subcontract.

Within 14 days after the award of any subsequently awarded subcontract the
Contractor shall deliver to the Contracting Officer an updated completed SF 1413 for
such additional subcontract.

(e) The Contractor shall insert the substance of this article, including this paragraph (e) in all
Subcontracts for construction within this United States.
